	� Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know 
my anxious thoughts. See if there is any offensive way in 
me, and lead me in the way everlasting. (Psalm 139:23-24)

	� But your iniquities have separated you from your God; your 
sins have hidden his face from you, so that he will not hear. 
(Isaiah 59:2)

2.	� God Wants Us to Pray, “__________________Me.”  
(Key Word: Change)

	� Repent, then, and turn to God, so that your sins may be 
wiped out, that times of refreshing may come from the 
Lord. (Acts 3:19) 

	� Though your sins are like scarlet, they shall be as white as 
snow (Isaiah 1:18)

	� Whoever acknowledges me before men, I will also acknowledge 
him before my Father in heaven. (Matthew 10:32)

	� Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will lift you up. 
(James 4:10)

	� Then Samson prayed to the LORD, “O Sovereign LORD, 
remember me.  O God, please strengthen me just once more, 
and let me with one blow get revenge on the Philistines for 
my two eyes.” (Judges 16:28)

4. 	� God Wants Us to Pray, “____________Me.”  
(Key Word: Willingness)

	� Then I heard the voice of the Lord saying, “Whom shall I 
send? and who will go for us?” And I said, “Here am I. Send 
me!” (Isaiah 6:8)
