	� By faith Abraham, when called to go to a place he would later 
receive as his inheritance, obeyed and went, even though he 
did not know where he was going. (Hebrews 11:8)

3. 	 Faith Is Giving When I Don’t ___________It. 

	� By faith Abel offered God a better sacrifice than Cain 
did. By faith he was commended as a righteous man, 
when God spoke well of his offerings. And by faith he still 
speaks, even though he is dead. (Hebrews 11:4) 

	� For the jar of flour was not used up and the jug of oil did 
not run dry, in keeping with the word of the LORD spoken 
by Elijah. (1 Kings 17:16)

4. 	 Faith Is Persisting When I Don’t _________ Like It.

	� By faith he left Egypt, not fearing the king’s anger; he persevered 
because he saw him who is invisible. (Hebrews 11:27) 

5. 	 Faith Is Thanking God Before I _____________ It.

	� By faith the walls of Jericho fell, after the people had 
marched around them for seven days. (Hebrews 11:30) 

	� Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, 
believe that you have received it, and it will be yours. 
(Mark 11:24) 

6. 	� Faith Is Trusting If I Don’t Get _____________ What I 
Ask For.

	� They were all commended for their faith yet none of them 
received what had been promised. God had planned 
something better... (Hebrews 11:39-40)
